Course Objectives:  
 

The goal of this course is to continue the study of Calculus started in 
Calculus I and Calculus II. First, vectors will be studied and vector-

valued functions defined. Then, real-valued functions of several 
variables will be studied extensively. For these functions, the concepts 

of Limit, Continuity, Differentiability, and Integration will covered 

carefully. Lastly, integration of vector fields will be seen as well as two 
fundamental related theorems to them: Green’s Theorem and the 

Divergence Theorem. 
 

Course Outline: The following chapters will be covered: 
          

• Chapter 12 Vectors and the Geometry of Space 
• Chapter 13 Vector Functions 

• Chapter 14 Partial Derivatives (except 14.8) 
• Chapter 15 Multiple Integrals (except 15.5, 15.9) 

• Chapter 16 Vector Calculus (except 16.8, 16.10) 
  

Homework, Tests, and Final Exam: 
 

• There will be 12 homework assignments during the semester. 
• The homework assignments will cover the entire course material. 

• Late assignments will not be accepted.  

• There will be 3 tests during the semester.  
• The final exam is comprehensive and compulsory.

• Make-up tests will be granted only in exceptional situations and
