Exams (200 points): Students will complete 4 exams during the semester. Each exam will be
worth 50 points for a total of 200 points. Exams will be multiple choice, but I have the right to
include essay questions later on if needed.

2. Personal Application Assignments (90 points): Students will submit 9 personal application
assignments (10 points each). Answer 2 or more personal application questions from the textbook
at the end of each chapter. Will be submitted in D2L as word documents.

3. Class participation/Attendance (10 points): Students are expected to be present and show
active listening skills.

4. Research Participation (30 points): It is important that students of psychology experience the
scientific nature of the discipline first-hand. All students in PSYC 2203 are required to participate
in ONE of the following research related activities. *Only choose one — You cannot receive
credit for both!*

a. Research study participation: Participate in approved psychology research projects (At
least 90 minutes). Research opportunities will be announced throughout the semester and
are available at: https://msutexas.edu/academics/libarts/psychology/undergraduate-

research.php. Completing 90 minutes will be worth 30 points.
OR

b. Research Ethics Essay: Instead of participating in research, students may instead read
an academic writing addressing research ethics in psychology. Following this, students
will complete a 4 page, double-spaced, typed essay summarizing and reviewing the
information. Tables, figures, and pictures do not count toward the page requirement. This
essay will be worth 30 points.
