Midterm Grades: In order to help students keep track of their progress toward course
objectives, | provide a Midterm Progress Report through Navigate. | will submit a report for all
students, not just those in danger of failing the course. Midterm grades are not reported on the
students’ transcript; nor are they calculated in the cumulative GPA. They simply give you an
idea of where you stand at the midpoint of the semester. Students are not doing satisfactory
work at the midway point should make an appointment with me and consider visiting TASP.
