Student builds upon previous coursework and prepares to enter the field as an artist or an art

educator. Course emphasizes expected professional standards and practices. Student produces an
exhibition and generates all necessary documents pertaining to its production. Required for BFA and
BFA Teacher Certification degree programs.

e Students will produce a résumé
e Students will produce a curriculum vitae (CV).
e Students will produce an artist biography.
e Students will produce an artist statement.
e Students will produce documents related to the promotion of their exhibition
¢ Students will design a website describing, documenting, and promoting their work.
e Students will org produce an exhibition of a cohesive body of their work.
¢ Students will design and produce a shared Blurb book that documents their capstone.
¢ Students will present a PowerPoint presentation of their work to the art
faculty.
